Auf der Konferenz tauschen wir uns mit Aktivist*innen, Kiinstler*innen, Wissenschaftler*innen,
Angehorigen der Kirche und jungen Menschen aus Slidafrika und Deutschland iber gemeinsame
Strategien gegen geschlechtsspezifische Gewalt (GBV) aus. Geplant ist die Verabschiedung einer
gemeinsamen Erklarung, die die Anwesenden im Anschluss in Deutschland und Stidafrika
weiterverfolgen.

Introduction to the Conference

This international conference brings together activists, artists, scholars, faith leaders, and young people
from South Africa and Germany to explore shared strategies against gender-based violence (GBV).
Through storytelling, music, dialogue, and workshops, participants will reflect on the roots and realities
of GBV in both countries—asking: How can we reframe GBV, and how can our societies confront it more
effectively?

Key sessions include personal testimonies, academic insights and interactive spaces for co-creating
strategies of empowerment and solidarity. The role of the churches in the context of intergenerational
learning and intersectional approaches will come under scrutiny. The event will highlight the importance
of visibility, social media activism, and building a “critical mass” of engaged female and male leaders
within church and society.

The weekend will culminate in the adoption of a shared statement and a creative worship service rooted
in both Moravian and South African traditions, offering hope and commitment to ongoing action — both
through international “16 Days of Activism Against GBV” campaigns and local movements, such as
“Women for Change”.
